Colorado state law dictates what constitutes a valid ballot in cooperative elections. Colorado law requires a signature on the
mail ballot return envelope and the appropriate title, where applicable. Proxy voting is not permitted. This year, United Power
has added electronic balloting to offer more convenience in the election process.
